


EXHIBITOR INFORMATION PIFASF RFAD

1) It is necessary that the entry form deadline date be adhered to so that entries may be examined, errors or
omissions corrected, and sufficient time be allowed to write up the entries in the Judges' books.

2) All entries must be made on the printed forms enclosed, additional entry forms may be obtained from the
Exhibition Office. Photocopies of the entry form will be accepted as well. These forms should be completed
and signed by the exhibitor. ENTRY DEADLINE DATE IS JUNE 30, 2009.

3) Entry forms are to be sent to the Exhibition Office together with the required entry fee ADUI TS .50 CENTS
PER ITEM EXHIBITED; TEENS $1.00 PER EXHIBITOR; Exhibitors 12 years and under are not required to
pay entry fee. All exhibitors may enter as many classes as they desire, with the appropriate entry fees.

4) The exhibitor must securely fasten the exhibitor's tags to the article entered.

5) No article shall be considered by the Judges in awarding prizes if the entry tag is not conspicuously displayed
and size of exhibit must be followed as stipulated (i.e. ¥z loaf, 3 buns, etc.).

6) All food exhibits to be displayed and covered in p lain plastic bags or wrap on a 6" white paper plate

7) Exhibitors who cannot deliver their exhibits, may express them prepaid to the Manager. Exhibitors are to notify
the Exhibition Office that their entries are shipped and time of arrival.
