TRADE SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 
1. The exhibit building will be open to exhibitors from 9:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, 

April 22, and from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on Friday, April 23 for setup. 
  
2. Late arrivals may find their space filled by a “stand-by” exhibitor.  No refunds will be paid 

in this instance. 
 
3. Displays may NOT be dismantled prior to 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, April 24.   Remove your 

entire exhibit from the building by 8 pm on Saturday, April 24th.   Please contact the office 
if you require alternate arrangements. 

 
4. Provide all your own display signs, etc.  There will be NO curtain drape  included in your 

booths, so bring your own hangers, racks etc. for hanging items, displaying products and 
defining your booth space. 

 

 



5. Items, which may be easily damaged or stolen, should be removed immediately 
following the show. 

 
6. You are responsible for public liability, theft, fire and other insurance on your exhibit. 

The Lloydminster Agricultural Exhibition Association (LAEA) and the Lloydminster 
Horticultural Society (LHS) requires that all Exhibitors must carry liability insurance, 
which includes fire, theft and vandalism etc.    
 
You are required to provide a certificate of insurance with the LAEA and the LHS listed 
as an additional insured for a minimum of $1,000,000.00 liability: 

 
EXCLUSION OF LIABILITY ASSUMPTION OF RISK, JURISDIC TION 

As a condition of Exhibiting at our facility or the grounds of the LAEA, I the Exhibitor 
assume all risk of liquor liability issues, personal injury, death, or property loss resulting 
from any cause whatsoever including but not limited to the negligence, breach of 
contract, or breach of statutory duty of care on the part of the LAEA and the LHS, their 
Directors, Officers, Volunteers, Employees, Agents, Representatives or Sponsors.  The 
Exhibitor agrees that the LAEA and the LHS shall not be liable for any such liquor liability 
issue, personal injury, death or property loss and releases the LAEA and the LHS and 
waives all claims with respect thereto.   The Exhibitor agrees that any litigation involving 
the Exhibitors/event shall be brought solely within the Province of Alberta and shall be 
within the exclusive jurisdiction of the Courts of the Province of Alberta.  The Exhibitor 
further agrees that these conditions and any rights, duties, obligations as between the 
LAEA, and the LHS and the Exhibitor shall be governed by the interpreted solely in 
accordance with the laws of the Province of Alberta and no other jurisdiction. 
 

HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNITY CLAUSE  
 

That by signing this Agreement, I the Exhibitor of the facilities or grounds of the LAEA, 
further agree I will save harmless and indemnify the LAEA and the LHS, and their 
Directors, Officers, Volunteers, Employees, Agents Representatives, or Sponsors from 
any and all liabilities and claims, which may occur from renting at the LAEA. 

 
7. Do not operate equipment or P.A. system so as to annoy or interfere with the 

presentation of other exhibitors. 
 
8. Disconnect electrical appliances when the show is closed. 
 
9. Exhibit space shall not be sublet, traded or sold without the approval of the committee in 

charge. 
 
10. You may sell and take future orders, but a display must be maintained until the end of 

the show. 
 
11. Application for Exhibit Space and location will be subject to approval by the Show 

Committee.  All booths will be assigned specific locations once the deadline is passed. 
 
12. Rental space fees will be refunded with the exception of $50.00 administration fee where 

cancellations are received by Thursday, April 8th.  This is not a deposit.  No refunds will 
be paid for cancellations or no shows.  The organizing committee reserves the right to 
reject or cancel any or all orders or confirmations and refund rental fees paid. 

 
13. Passes to Event:  Each exhibitor will be provided (3) three complimentary exhibitor 

badges.   There will be a $2.00 admission fee at the door for the public to attend. 
 
14. Concession food services will be open during both days.
