Trade show rules and requlations

The exhibit building will be open to exhibitors from 9:00 a.m. — 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 22,
and from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on Friday, April 23 for setup.

Late arrivals may find their space filled by a “stand-by” exhibitor. No refunds will be paid in this
instance.

Displays may NOT be dismantled prior to 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, April 24. Remove your entire
exhibit from the building by 8pm on Saturday, April 24th. Please contact the office if you require
alternate arrangements.

Items, which may be easily damaged or stolen, should be removed immediately following the
show.

Any animals related to your exhibit must be securel y leashed or caged at all times during
the show

You are responsible for public liability, theft, fire and other insurance on your exhibit.
The Lloydminster Agricultural Exhibition Association (LAEA) requires that all Exhibitors must
carry liability insurance, which includes fire, theft and vandalism etc.



You are required to provide a certificate of insurance with the LAEA listed as an additional
insured for a minimum of $1,000,000.00 liability:

Exhibit space shall not be sublet, traded or sold without the approval of the committee in
charge.

You may sell and take future orders, but a display must be maintained until the end of the show.

Application for Exhibit Space and location will be subject to approval by the Show Committee.
All booths will be assigned specific locations once the deadline is passed.

Rental space fees will be refunded with the exception of $50.00 administration fee where
cancellations are received by Thursday, April 8th. This is not a deposit. No refunds will be paid
for cancellations or no shows. The organizing committee reserves the right to reject or cancel
any or all orders or confirmations and refund rental fees paid.

Passes to Event: Each exhibitor will be provided (3) three complimentary exhibitor badges.
There will be an admission fee at the door for the public to attend.

Concession food services will be open during both days.
